Course Description: 
Global Studies or World History will focus on the evolution of global cultures from ~300 CE/AD to the Cold War era.  “Michigan’s World History and Geography [curriculum] takes a global and comparative approach to studying the world and its past to develop greater understanding of the development of worldwide events, processes, and interactions among the world’s people, cultures, societies and environment” (HSCEs).  During each unit, students will study world civics, geography, and history.  All social studies components are studied in order to create responsible citizens.  The State of Michigan outlines Responsible Citizens as individuals who: 
· Uses knowledge of the past to construct meaningful understanding of our diverse cultural heritage and inform his/her civic judgments 

· Uses knowledge of spatial patterns on earth to understand processes that shape both the natural environments and the diverse societies that inhabit them 

· Use knowledge of American government and politics to make decisions about governing his/her community 

· Uses knowledge of the production, distribution and consumption of goods and services to make personal, career, and societal decisions about the use of scarce resources 

· Uses methods of social science investigation to answer questions about society 

· Knows how, when, and where to construct and express reasoned positions on public issues 

· Acts constructively to further the public good 

Course Themes:  The formation of global patterns, developments, and interactions over time 
Course Goals:  During the year, students will:  

1. Employ different analytical schemes (global, regional, national, and local) to understand historical and cultural developments.
2. Develop an understanding of the historical and geographic context of human commonalities and differences, particularly in considering claims of universal standards or of cultural diversity.

3. Study the causes, consequences, and patterns of changes in human governance systems over time.

4. Learn the causes, consequences, and patterns of interactions among societies and regions, including trade, war, diplomacy, and international institutions.

5. Discover the impact of demographic, technological, environmental, and economic changes on people, their culture, and their environment.

6. Investigate the causes, consequences, and patterns of cultural, intellectual, religious and social changes across the world, and among and within societies.

7. Review the relationship between the environment and global and regional developments in population, settlement, economy, and politics including identification of geographical locations and landforms on maps.
8. Analysis of primary and secondary source documents to examine the past from a variety of view points.
9. Judge decisions from the past from two perspectives: 1) as an individual in history; and 2) a contemporary point of view.
10. Take part in historical simulations where events are studied, acted out, and analyzed.
11. Partake in small-group and whole-class discussions that requires participation as active listeners and group-discussion leaders where appropriate questions and answers are given and assessed.
12. Study current events on a global level.
13. Learn and practice various reading strategies.
Suggested Materials:

· 2 subject spiral Notebook for this course ONLY (one to be used per semester)
· Colored Pencils/Crayons
· Scissors
· Homework buddies –exchange phone numbers, email, or IM to check in if you are absent or have questions
Required Materials:

· Textbook:  World History (to be handed out second semester) Students will be assigned a book that will be collected at the end of the year in the same condition in which it was given.  Book numbers must match. 
· writing utensil each day; writing utensils will NOT be given to students  

Assessments:

· Notebook/Learning Log

· Homework and projects (done mostly in class with any work not completed to be done at home)
· tests and quizzes—must be an excused absence and made up within FIVE (5) days of absence
· small group and whole-class activities and discussions that include historically accurate supported responses 

· analytical/critical response paragraphs that require serious and thoughtful answers 

· self-evaluations to be done each marking period
Classroom Procedures and Policies:

· Each day upon entering the room, read the daily schedule and complete any Bellwork.  

· Attendance will be taken at the beginning of each hour. Students are required to be in the room and near assigned seats when the clock changes to start class.  Entering after the clock switches means that students will be tardy.
· All materials must be brought to class— tardies will be assigned for returning to lockers and will be done at teacher discretion
· Work is due upon entering the room.  
· The school pass policy will be followed—see your handbook or the posting in the room.  YOU MUST HAVE A PLANNER TO LEAVE.
· The teacher dismisses the class, not the clock.  Students will remain in assigned seats until dismissed! 
· Incomplete work will not be accepted.
· Water and healthy food are permitted.  Please clean up after yourselves.
Late Work Policy:
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Late work will be accepted for 60% credit off of what was completed ONE week after it is collected.   

· Work turned in after one week will be counted for credit.  This means that you are able to earn 
extra credit—which is only applicable if ALL your assignments, projects, tests and quizzes are completed.  

(  Incomplete assignments will not be admissible.  

· Late work = anything turned in after it is due, even if it is during the same hour or day.   

· Late work can be turned in when completed.  If an assignment is over a week late, the assignment will only be counted for 1pt credit.

· Students will have two late homework passes per semester to be used at any time for assignments not exceeding 15 points.  The work must be completed to use these passes.  If the passes aren’t used and all assignments are in, they are worth 10 pts extra credit.
