Late Work Policy:
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· Late work will be accepted for 60% credit 

off of what was completed ONE week after

 it is collected.   

(  Work turned in after one week will be counted for credit.  This means that you are able to earn extra credit—which is only applicable if ALL your assignments, projects, tests and quizzes are completed.  

(  Incomplete assignments will not be admissible.  

· Late work = anything turned in after it is due, even if it is during the same hour or day.   

· Late work can be turned in when completed.  If an assignment is over a week late, the assignment will only be counted for 1pt credit.

· Students will have two late homework passes per semester to be used at any time for assignments not exceeding 15 points.  The work must be completed to use these passes.  If the passes aren’t used and all assignments are in, they are worth 10 pts extra credit.
