This class is designed as a tool to work directly with your Algebra class.  It will provide you with time to finish your math homework, remediation and review of difficult concepts, tutoring time with your math teacher, and supply extra help when you need it.

Grades:

You will be given the homework assignment during your Algebra 1A class.  It will be due at the end of the enrichment class.  Once you complete your homework or daily practice ws, you will show it to me and I will stamp your progress report, so that you and your parents know that you completed the work that day.  

Once you have finished your math homework and gotten checked off, you may work on another class’ assignments.  Each day you will earn 20 points for a total of 100 per week.  10 points will be participation credit and 10 points will be for completing the homework. You will receive another 20 points for returning your signed progress report the following Monday.
Participation points will be given for having materials, cooperation, being on task, and working hard.  You may lose a portion or all of the daily participation points for disruptions, not completing assignments, not following directions and other non-productive behavior.  Once you finish the math assignment, it is up to you to have additional work to keep you on task.  If you do not have other class work, then I will provide additional math practice.  Students who are a behavior issue will receive lunch detentions or referrals. Parent conferences or phone calls will be made if necessary.

Homework points will be given for completing the assignment, showing all work, and being on time.  Late homework will not be accepted unless you have an excused absence.  Please see the Algebra 1A syllabus for more details. There will be reward days for students with no missing assignments in Algebra.

Progress reports will be sent home on Fridays and will be due signed on the following Monday.  These will be worth another 20 points each week.  Students who do not return the signed progress report will be given a zero for the signature credit.  

The purpose of this class is to prepare you for second semester Algebra and to make sure you receive a C or higher in Algebra 1A.  Please let me know right away if you are confused about a concept that we talk about in class.  I am here to help you, not to waste your time.  Please feel free to email me anytime with questions or concerns.
