** It is highly recommended that students have the materials listed above. If students can not obtain the materials, teacher assistance will be provided. 

** Students are required to bring their planner to class everyday. This will allow the student and parent to keep track of homework and assignments. 
** Not being prepared for class can/will result lowering of grade. Students should bring all the materials listed above to class everyday. 
Grading Policy

Each card marking grade is based on a cumulative point total of all classroom assignments, homework, quizzes, and tests. Grading will be adjusted to meet the requirements of each student’s IEP.

Late assignments are accepted, but will be subject to a lower grade. For each late day, the assignment will lose 10%. 

Example: If an assignment was due on Monday and the student turned it in on Tuesday, the student would automatically lose 10% off that assignment.
