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3rd hour Math
Checkbook activity 

Description
This year long activity will provide students with daily practice of budgeting, balancing a checkbook, and writing checks. The students will use their checkbooks and check registers to complete a variety of transactions from paying bills to grocery shopping. 

At the beginning of the year, students will learn about budgeting, balancing a checkbook, and writing checks. Before the checkbook activities begin, students will pick a “job” that they will have for the year. Every “job” will be paid the same and is only used to add some fun to the assignment. Students will also chose a “car” that they will be responsible for. Again, the “car” is used to add fun and interest to the activity. 
Each student will be provided with a monthly calendar that lists the financial activities for that day. Students will be “paid” every other week, and will develop a budget for their money. To assist them with budgeting, students will receive a sheet that lists each expense and its price. The calendar will also be available for students and parents to view on my website. 

Example:
Rent: $78.00/month

Water: $11.00/month

Groceries: $10.00/week

Attached, as an example, is the calendar month of October, listing the expenses for each day. 

This ongoing activity is designed to aid in daily math skills and be fun at the same time!
