DIRECTIONS: Using all the pieces we read together in class, form groups of three or four (ONLY) (not two, not five) from your class period (ONLY) to create: 
nominations, 
awards, and

select the candidates.  These ballots are due no later than Friday, May 13th, 2011.  These ballots will be distributed to your class, allowing them to vote for the winner in each category, then collected, counted, kept secret, and used to decide the final winner (all by you and your group).
On the Final Due Date of the Project (Monday, June 06th, 2011), your group’s pre-recorded video will be shared with the class, presenting the nominees for each of your categories, again explaining the criteria used to select the candidates, explain why each was selected – what was it about them that made them meet the criteria, and grandly announcing the winner.
Each “winner” should be: 
· presented with a creative certificate or award of some sort, displaying the: 
· category, 
· explanation of criteria, 
· why it meets said criteria, and 
· its name prominently displayed.  
These will be displayed in the classroom.
*You will be graded on creativity, display of effort, and demonstration of understanding of pieces.  This is part of your final exam grade.*
Optional Extra-Credit Addition: The creation of your own award categories – MUST BE CLASSROOM APPROPRIATE – may be added to your assigned categories.  Each self-created category is worth five additional points.  Your group may create and earn a maximum of eight.  These categories are first-come, first-serve, meaning no two groups, in your class hours, may add the same new categories.
