**!!Important Information!! – Should be read by student applicants AND parents of applicants.**
It is imperative that all students who wish to enroll in an Advanced Placement course understand the nature of the work and the expected outcomes of such a course.  Each of these courses is, of course, intended to prepare our students for the rigors of college as well as the successful undertaking of the appropriate Advanced Placement exam.  Successful completion of the exam offers the opportunity to earn college credit.  As these courses are intended to be a ‘head start’ for college studies, it is imperative that we complete the work necessary for a college course, and that parents and students be prepared to be enrolled in a college course.  This means that students will be asked to read and discuss a great deal of literature (and are expected to have all assigned reading completed on time), write often with rigorous, analytical, and diagnostic evaluation, and participate in university modeled seminars.  
Students and parents need to be aware that this is not an “Honors” class, but an opportunity to begin college work while still enrolled at Hartland High School.  A.P. courses are, therefore, considered college classes and maintain the expectation of college classes (the most important requirements to understand and be prepared for is that late work is not accepted for credit and that students are expected to remain cognizant of and understand all assignment due dates).  Finally, the completion of a required summer assignment is due for all students on the very first day of school, without exception.
