A __________________________________ sentence contains two independent clauses joined by a coordinate conjunction (and, but, or), or by a semicolon, e.g., The singer bowed to the audience, but she sang no encores.  
A ________________________________________________________________________ sentence contains an independent clause and one or more subordinate clauses, e.g., You said that you would tell the truth. 
A _________________________________________ sentence contains two or more principal clauses and one or more subordinate clauses, e.g., The singer owed while the audience applauded, but she sang no encores.

A ____________________________________ sentence makes complete sense if brought to a close before the actual ending, e.g., We reached Edmonton/that morning/after a turbulent flight/and some exciting experiences.  
A ________________________________________ sentence makes sense only when the end of the sentence is reached, e.g., That morning, after a turbulent flight and some exciting experiences, we reached Edmonton.
In a ____________ sentence, the phrases or clauses balance each other by virtue of their likeness or structure, meaning, and/or length, e.g., He maketh me to lie down in green pastures; he leadeth me beside the still waters.

_________________________________________________________________________ order of a sentence involves constructing a sentence so the subject comes before the predicate, e.g., Oranges grow in California.  
________________________________________________________________ order of a sentence (sentence inversion) involves constructing a sentence so the predicate comes before the subject, e.g., In California grow oranges.  This device reverses normal sentence patters to create an emphatic or rhythmic effect.  
_________________________________________________________________________order of a sentence divides the predicate into two parts with the subject coming in the middle, e.g., In California oranges grow.

________________________________________ is a poetic and rhetorical device which normally unassociated ideas, words, or phrases are placed next to one another, creating an effect of surprise and with, e.g., The apparition of those faces in the crowd;/Petals on a wet, black bough (In a Station of the Metro by Ezra Pound).

_________________ structure (parallelism) refers to a grammatical or structural similarity between sentences or parts of a sentence.  it involves an arrangement of words, phrases, sentences, and paragraphs so that elements or equal importance are equally developed and similarly phrased, e.g., He was walking, running, and jumping for joy.

____________________________________________________ is a device in which words, sounds, and ideas are used more than once for the purpose of enhancing rhythm and creating emphasis, e.g., ...government of the people, by the people, for the people, shall not perish from the earth (Address at Gettysburg by A. Lincoln).

A ________________________________________________________________ question is a question which expects no answer.  It is used to draw attention to a point and is generally stronger than a direct statement, e.g., If Mr. Ferchoff is always fair, as you have said, why did he refuse to listen to Mrs. Baldwin's arguments?

Figurative Language:
___________________________________________________________________ is the practice of beginning several consecutive or neighboring words with the same sound, e.g., The twisting trout twinkled below. 

___________________________________________________________ is the repetition of vowel sounds in a series of words, e.g., the words "cry" and "side" have the same vowel sound and so are said to be in assonance. 

_______________________________________________________________________________________ is the repetition of a consonant sound within a series of words to produce a harmonious effect, e.g., And each slow dusk a drawing-down on blinds.  The "d" sound is in consonance.  as well, the "s" sound is also in consonance. 

__________________ is a comparison of two different things or ideas through the use of the words like or as.  It is definitely stated comparison, where the poet says one thing is like another, e.g., The warrior fought like a lion. 

______________________________________________________________________________________ is a comparison without the use of like or as.  The poet states that one thing is another.  It is usually a comparison between something that is real or concrete and something that is abstract, e.g., Life is but a dream. 

________________________________________________________________________ is a kind of metaphor which gives inanimate objects or abstract ideas human characteristics, e.g., The wind cried in the dark. 

_________________________________________________________________________ (Imitative Harmony) is the use of words in which the sounds seem to resemble the sounds they describe, e.g., hiss, buzz, bang. when onomatopoeia is used on an extended scale in a poem, it is called imitative harmony.  

_________________________________________________ is a deliberate, extravagant, and often outrageous exaggeration. It may be used either for serious or comic effect; e.g., The shot that was heard 'round the world.
  

_________________________________________________________________________________ (Meiosis) is the opposite of hyperbole. It is a kind of irony that deliberately represents something as much less than it really is, e.g., I could probably manage to survive on a salary of two million dollars per year.  

___________________________ is a statement which contradicts itself.  It may seem almost absurd. Although it may seem to be at odds with ordinary experience, it usually turns out to have a coherent meaning, and reveals a truth which is normally hidden, e.g., The more you know, the more you know you don't know (Socrates). 

__________________________________________________________________________________ is a form of paradox which combines a pair of contrary terms into a single expression. This combination usually serves the purpose of shocking the reader into awareness, e.g., sweet sorrow, wooden nickel.  

_______________________________ is a play on words which are identical or similar in sound but which have sharply diverse meanings. Puns may have serious as well as humorous uses, e.g., When Mercutio is bleeding to death in Romeo and Juliet, he says to his friends, "Ask for me tomorrow, and you shall find me a grave man."  

__________________________________________ is the result of a statement saying one thing while meaning the opposite.  Its purpose is usually to criticize, e.g., It is simple to stop smoking. I've done it many times.  

______________________________________________________________________________________ is a type of irony in which a person appears to be praising something while he is actually insulting the thing. Its purpose is to injure or hurt, e.g., As I fell down the stairs headfirst, I heard her say "Look at that coordination."  

_________________________________________________________________________________ - involves a direct contrast of structurally parallel word groupings generally for the purpose of contrast, e.g., Sink or swim.  

________________ is a form of personification in which the absent or dead are spoken to as if present, and the inanimate as if animate. These are all addressed directly, e.g., The answer, my friend, is blowing in the wind.  

______________________________________________________________________________________ is a reference to a mythological, literary, historical, or Biblical person, place, or thing e.g., He met his Waterloo.  

_______________________________________________________________________________ (Metonymy) is a form of metaphor.   In synecdoche, a part of something is used to signify the whole, e.g., All hands on deck. Also, the reverse, whereby the whole can represent a part, is synecdoche, e.g., Canada played the United States in the Olympic hockey finals. Another form of synecdoche involves the container representing  the thing being contained, e.g., The pot is boiling. One last form of synecdoche involves the material from which an object is made standing for the object itself, e.g., The quarterback tossed the pigskin. In metonymy, the name of one thing is applied to another thing with which it is closely associated, e.g. I love Shakespeare.

DIRECTIONS: Select ONLY ONE of the following essay prompts (all prompts are based on one assigned reading from your Electronic Anthology Course Textbook).  Use the guidelines below to construct a two to three page, word processed essay that illustrates understanding of all concepts covered throughout this packet.  Also, please show a working understanding, throughout your essay, of the author’s purpose and how his/her chosen techniques contribute to that purpose.  Be sure to use specific examples from the text to fully clarify your explanations.

Essay Choice #1: Please read Elizabeth Cady Stanton’s Declaration of Sentiments and Resolutions, then respond to the following writing prompt: How is the essay similar to the Declaration of Independence?  How is it different?  Does the imitation of Jefferson’s essay weaken or enhance the impact of Stanton’s essay?  Please explain your answer.  Stanton begins her essay with a diatribe against the government.  Is this approach effective?  Why or why not?  Exactly what is Stanton complaining about?  What are the wrongs that have been done?  Do they seem as important as the wrongs outlined by Jefferson?  Which of Stanton’s examples seem most important to you?

Essay Choice #2: Please read In Search of Our Mothers’ Gardens by Alice Walker, then respond to the following writing prompt:  In her examination of the spiritual and artistic lives of African American women, Walker draws on her own experiences and imagination, passages by Jean Toomer and Virginia Woolf, and examples of singers, writers, and her mother.  Is this evidence sufficient to support Walker’s thesis that for the African American woman, “hindered and intruded upon in so many ways, being an artist has still been a daily part of life.  This ability to hold on, even in very simple ways, is work black women have done for a very long time” (para 45)?  In an essay analyze and evaluate the evidence: Which do you find most convincing?  Which, if any, is unconvincing?  Why?
Essay Choice #3: Please read Malcom X’s The Ballot or the Bullet, then respond to the following writing prompt: Malcolm X is one of the most controversial figures one could study.  Most Americans recognize his enormous impact on recent American culture.  Those who have read the popular Autobiography of Malcolm X --or seen the Spike Lee movie based on it -- may argue that Malcolm X was foolish to be duped by Elijah Muhammed or brilliant to recognize that he had been duped; that Malcolm X reached a beautiful, universal vision at the end of his life or that he did not; that he was unforgivably sexist or that his sexism was typical of the period.  Many invariably attempt to relate Malcolm X to the 1991 racial uprising in Los Angeles and to other issues in race relations, including those on their own campuses.  In responding to this prompt, please focus on The Ballot or the Bullet specifically, instead of jumping to an ultimate verdict on the Autobiography, on Malcolm X, or even on race relations in America.  
Who is Malcolm X's primary audience?  If it is primarily African-Americans, why did he address whites as well and the white news media?  Why did he criticize whites in such an uncompromising fashion instead of flattering his audience as speakers usually do?  Why did he define grounds of disagreement with whites instead of grounds of agreement, which orators usually seek and are taught to seek?  Why did he also often criticize blacks who heard him--sometimes calling them "brainwashed"--and why did they applaud him when he did so?  If Malcolm X was sincere in rejecting nonviolence, why did he characteristically refuse to carry a gun and always, in fact, practice nonviolence?  If blacks were brutally oppressed, as he claimed, and if retaliation was justified, as he claimed, why did he never lead such retaliation?  Since he gave fiery speeches but never organized either nonviolent or violent protests against whites, was he sincere?  Or was he a "paper tiger"?  Did he mean to be taken literally?  If not, how did he mean to be taken?
