PROPOSED REVISION

BYLAWS

HARTLAND HIGH SCHOOL 

SOCCER BOOSTERS

ARTICLE 1 -- Name

Section 1
The name of the organization shall be Hartland High School Soccer Boosters. (“Soccer Boosters”) and will be organized as a Michigan non-profit corporation. The organization was formerly known as, and succeeds, the Hartland High School Girls Soccer Boosters.

ARTICLE II -- Objective

Section 1
The objective of this organization is to assist and support the needs of the Hartland High School Soccer Program (“Program”), teams and coaches in a positive manner.

Section 2
This organization will operate in conjuction with the Hartland High School Athletic Department, and in accordance with MHSAA rules and regulations.

ARTICLE III -- Membership

Section 1
Any parent, step-parent or guardian (“Parents”) of a Program team member shall be considered a member.

Section 2
Parents shall have one vote for each child on a Program team.

Section 3
The Coach(es) of the teams within the Program of Hartland High School shall be honorary members and the Coach(es) shall provide guidance and leadership; shall act as a liaison between parents and staff; shall report information pertinent to Soccer Booster activities at the general membership meeting.

Section 4
All members are expected to participate in Soccer Boosters activities, such as fundraising and /or volunteering on various projects. This will promote the success of this organization and our children.

ARTICLE IV -- Government

Section 1
The government of the organization shall be a Board of Directors elected from the membership and will include: President, Vice-President, Secretary, Treasurer and Parent Representatives from each team.

Section 2
Elections will be held at the general membership meeting following the Coach’s parent meeting when the boys (or girls) teams are announced. The boys’ Parents shall elect 1 Parent Representative from each team and 2 general officers. The girls’ Parents shall elect 1 Parent Representative from each team and 2 general officers. Election shall be made by a show of hands when a candidate is running unopposed. A ballot process shall be used when two or more candidates are nominated for the same position.

Section 3
Upon election of new Board members, the Board shall meet and elect President, Vice-President, Secretary and Treasurer from those elected to the Board as general officers.

Section 4
A vacancy occurring in an office may be filled by appointment from the Board, special general election, or left vacant at the discretion of the remaining Board members until the next general membership meeting.

Section 5
New officers shall assume their duties when elected. An officer shall not be eligible to serve for more than three consecutive years in the same office.

Section 6
Organizational policies, projects, etc. may be proposed and shall be approved or rejected by the Board.

Section 7
The Board shall maintain separate accounting for the boy’s teams and the girl’s teams. Money earned by the boys fundraising efforts shall be used to pay for expenses for the boy’s team; likewise for the girl’s. Any expenses not specific to the boys or girls teams shall come equally from the boys and girls accounts.

Section 8
A Board member may be removed as follows:


Upon receipt by the board of a petition signed by at least 10% of the general membership (or at least one Board member), the Board will consider the reasons for removal. Upon vote of at least 50% of the Board, the Board will put the removal of this Board member before the general membership. Upon vote of at least 50% of the general membership, said Board member shall be considered removed and shall no longer have any powers on behalf of the Soccer Boosters.

ARTICLE V -- Duties of Board Members

Section 1
Members of the Board shall transact necessary business in the intervals between organization meetings and such other business as may be referred to it by the organization, shall approve the plans of work of the standing committees; shall appoint an auditor or an auditing committee each year; shall submit to the general membership a budget for the fiscal year (Hartland High School academic year); shall approve routine bills within the limits of the budget.

Section 2
The President shall preside at all meetings of the organization; shall coordinate work of all officers and committees, shall coordinate administrative communication, and set agenda for meetings.

Section 3
The Vice-President shall act as an aide to the President and perform the duties of the President in his or her absence. The Vice-President shall coordinate the board elections.

Section 4
The Secretary shall keep the minutes of each regular and special meetings of the Board; shall present a duplicate copy of the minutes to the President, the Athletic Director, and Coach(es). The Secretary shall assist the Board with general correspondence whenever necessary. 

Section 5
The Treasurer shall keep all financial records of the organization; shall present a financial report at each membership meeting; shall be responsible for receipts and disbursement of funds.

Section 6
The Board members may vote to pay expenses that are not reflected in the approved budget of the Soccer Booster without a vote of the general membership so long as the amount does not exceed a limit set by the general membership.

Section 7
Written approval of two (2) board members is required on all disbursements.

Section 8
The Parent Representative for each team shall keep records of all members from that team. In the case of a family dispute for vote(s) to be cast, the Parent Representative shall assist to resolve the dispute, or, if the dispute does not resolve, shall decide how the vote shall be cast.

ARTICLE VI -- General Membership Meetings

Section 1
General meetings of this organization shall be held following selection of each Program team. Additional meetings may be scheduled as needed by the Board and communicated to the members.

Section 2
All meetings shall be conducted in an informal, but orderly manner, adhering to the topics on the agenda.

Section 3
The rules contained in the current edition of Robert’s Rule of Order Newly Revised shall govern the organization in all cases to which they are applicable and in which they are not in conflict with these Bylaws.

Section 4
Decision shall be by a majority vote. The number present at the meeting shall constitute a quorum of this organization. The Coach(es) shall have the right to veto motions that do not conform to school policy or MHSAA rules and regulations.

ARTICLE VII -- Board Member Meetings

Section 1
Board meetings shall be open and may be held monthly or as needed.

Section 2
Any Board member may call an emergency meeting.

Section 3
A majority of Board members must agree on the passage or defeat of any motion.

ARTICLE VIII -- Amendment of Bylaws

Section 1
These Bylaws may be amended at any general membership meeting with a vote of 2/3 of those in attendance provided that the amendment has been submitted in writing at a previous board meeting and the amendment(s) are recommended for consideration by the Board to the general membership and notice of said meeting shall be given by mail, email or telephone to each member no less that 10 days prior nor more than 30 days prior to the general membership meeting.

ARTICLE IX – Dissolution

Section 1
If for any reason the Soccer Boosters is dissolved, then all funds remaining in the Soccer Boosters bank account will be turned over to the Hartland High School Athletic Department.

ARTICLE X – Indemnification

Section 1
Each person who acts as an officer of the Soccer Boosters, or a volunteer who acts under the direction of one or more officers, shall be indemnified by the Soccer Boosters against expenses actually and necessarily incurred by him (her) in connection with the defense of any action, suit or proceedings in which he (she) is made a party by reason of his (her) being or having been an officer of the Soccer Boosters (or a volunteer acting under such direction), except in relation to matters as to which he (she) shall be adjudged in such action, suit or proceedings to be liable for gross negligence or willful misconduct.

ARTICLE XI – Transition

Section 1
At the General Membership meeting following the naming of the girls teams for Spring of 2008, the Membership shall elect 2 general officers for a full 1-year term and 2 general officers for a term which will end upon the approval of these Bylaws and election of 2 general officers by the boys Parents following the naming of the boys teams for the Fall of 2008.

Section 2
Immediately following the Coach’s meeting after the naming of the boys teams for Fall of 2008, the boys’ Parents shall vote to adopt these Bylaws. If the majority votes to accept them, then the boys’ parents shall become full members of the Soccer Boosters. They shall then elect Parent Representatives for each of the boy’s teams and 2 general officers to the Board. All funds in possession of the informal group previously supporting the boys soccer program at Hartland High School shall be turned over to the Soccer Boosters.

Section 3
Upon acceptance of these Bylaws by the boys Parents and election of associated officers, the Article shall become void.
