Migrant farm workers of all races lived in temporary camps like this as they moved from farm to farm to follow the seasonal work.








                John Steinbeck  


In 1937, John Steinbeck went to the Soviet Union with his wife Carol.  She was a radical Marxist and dragged him to political meetings in San Francisco to meet with other Marxists. Steinbeck himself was reluctant to accept communism and did not fully support the concept.�That year he also wrote one of his most famous novels, Of Mice and Men. The story centers around a pair of men, one of whom is mentally retarded, who traveled the U.S. looking for work during the Depression. The pair of men show ambition to start a farm of their own, but their progress is hampered by social and economic problems.








Of Mice and Men is a 1992 American film starring John Malkovich and Gary Sinise. It is the third film version of John Steinbeck’s popular novel.





One of America’s greatest black writers, Richard Wright was also among the first African American writers to achieve literary fame and fortune, but his reputation has less to do with the color of his skin than with the superb quality of his work. He was born and spent the first years of his life on a plantation, not far from the affluent city of Natchez on the Mississippi River, but his life as the son of an illiterate sharecropper was far from affluent. Though he spent only a few years of his life in Mississippi, those years would play a key role in his two most important works: Native Son, a novel, and his autobiography, Black Boy. 








William Faulkner is our most famous author from the South. Many of his stories took place in fictional Yoknapatawpha County, Mississippi, and Faulkner's writings gave an almost mythological status to the culture of the southeastern United States.

Ernest Hemingway was an American novelist, short-story writer, and journalist. He was part of the 1920s expatriate community in Paris, and one of the veterans of World War I later known as "the Lost Generation.” He received the Pulitzer Prize in 1953 for The Old Man and the Sea, and the Nobel Prize in Literature in 1954. Hemingway's distinctive writing style is characterized by economy and understatement, and had a significant influence on the development of twentieth-century fiction writing. His protagonists are typically stoical men who exhibit an ideal described as "grace under pressure". Many of his works are now considered classics of American literature.

Bradbury’s novel Fahrenheit 451 was originally a short story, then expanded into a novel. He wrote it in the basement of the U.C.L.A. library on typewriters that cost ten cents for thirty minutes of use. During breaks, he went upstairs and strolled through the stacks of books, reading here and there. He then used quotes from the books he read upstairs as allusions in Fahrenheit 451.





In the early 1960's, women across America were taking their fashion cues from Jackie Kennedy. Think fitted, feminine suits, stand-up collars and pill box hats. Empire waist becomes popular in evening wear. As the 60's wore on, the full skirts of the past gave way to miniskirts and then hot pants. The Things They Carried is a fictional collection of related stories by Tim O'Brien, about a platoon of American soldiers in the Vietnam War,


A common theme in the book is that intimacy with death carries with it a corresponding new intimacy with life.








The 1970’s were characterized by confrontation within the governments of America and Europe. Such issues as the Vietnam War, Watergate Scandal, Apollo 16 mission, student riots in Paris, the Oz trial in England, and Yippes and Black Panthers created controversy throughout the era. This controversy and presentation of new ideals led to self-expression and experimentation in fashion.
