At different times during the year, we would like to be able to share parts or all  of the following science related Hollywood movies with our students:

Apollo 13, Deep Impact, Twister, Dante’s Peak, The Core and The Day After Tomorrow. The movies are used at appropriate places in the curriculum.  i.e. Apollo 13 during space exploration.  After the movie, the students are responsible for a variety of evaluations.  In using these movies as part of a classroom activity, we encourage the students to apply critical thinking skills (how accurate is the science in the movie, which of the actions are really possible, what would be my reaction to a situation like this?) writing skills (tell the reactions of certain people to the situations they find themselves in), and observations and analytical skills(can cows really fly?).  The movies are great examples of how Hollywood blends real science and science fiction in order to make a “better” movie.  The movies also show how humans can forget their differences and work together when faced with difficult situations.


These movies are rated PG-13.  Each movie portrays people in intense situations involving humans and nature.  Each movie contains some language that may be considered by some to be appropriate to the situation in the movie but not usually appropriate for the classroom.  Apollo 13 contains one scene that is sexually suggestive as an astronaut talks to a woman at a “moon landing” party. 


If you have any reservations about your child viewing these movies because of the above mentioned content or other reasons, please do not give your permission.  Your child will have the opportunity to do an alternative assignment that may include viewing another video or doing some research on the true science background.
