Classroom Rules:

This website is a great resource. Please use it!  Many of the unit’s notes and homework assignments are attached.  This is especially useful if you are absent.

Homework, Assignments, and Projects:

Please expect homework at least 2 nights a week.  Some weeks may have more, some may have less.  You are expected to complete any assignments started in class at home.  Be aware that an assignment 1 day late is half off and after that 1 day, would be worth zero points.  

Participation is an important part of learning.  Be sure to do your part during labs and group projects.  You are responsible for your learning.  If you don’t think something is done properly, please speak up and do something about it. Some projects are done individually, some as a group.  I will always provide group time during the school day, but sometimes projects from class may require time at home The directions are always given verbally and in writing. 

Be sure to be taking organized notes, keeping assignments and worksheets, and asking questions in class.  Periodically I will collect notes, give pop quizzes, etc…    
Any extra credit throughout a marking period will be added into the grade (participation) at the end of the marking period.

Late Assignments:

Late homework will be penalized 50% if not turned in “on time” (not just the day it was due).

After 1 day, the assignment receives a zero.  If an absence is excused, school policy will be followed.
Parent/Student Connect & Communication

8.  Rarely checks the teacher’s website/blog or use a planner/calendar


9.  Depends on extra credit to maintain grade

A typical D/E Student:
