How will my student be graded?

Each assignment is due at the start of class. Late work will be accepted for a 50% grade deduction. Late larger assignments will be accepted with a grade deduction for each day late.


Grading

Grades are based on a point system and assignments will vary in points according to length and difficulty.  Students should always keep the graded assignment in a binder for your protection in case of error or discrepancy and to review for final exams.  Semester grades are not cumulative, meaning that each marking period is worth 30% of the semester grade with a midterm and final exam of 10%.
